Distance between the luminaire and box should be such 
 that enough slack is left to not put strain on connections or interfere with hanging orientation of the luminaire.

Daisy chain multiple units using the HTMDAISY2FT or HTMDAISY6FT accessories.

SINGLE UNIT INSTALLATION

1. Locate or create a stable structure to support the luminaire.

2. Connect included hang kit to the luminaire through the slots on both sides.

 WARNING: To avoid product failure or injury, do not hang more than (4) HTM units with one included hang kit.

3. Properly secure the luminaire to the structure using the hang kit included in the box and follow applicable state 
and/or local codes.
