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Step 3: Prior to installation of this kit, carefully plan out 
each LED magnetic strip (A) positioning and 
layout relative to the intended mounting location 
of the external driver (B). Route the input wires of 
the LED magnetic strip (A) to ensure that all input 
leads will be able to reach the external driver (B)
without interference with host �xture structural 
parts. The LED magnetic strips will need to have 
contact with suf�cient ferrous metal surface.

 Depending on the kit, 1 or 2 LED magnetic 
strips (A) maybe provided.

Step 4: Attach the LED magnetic strips (A) to the 
intended mounting surface, secure each 
strip with 2 self-tapping screws (AA) at both 
ends. Check to ensure that no wires or 
building plumbing are located behind the 
screw locations.

Step 5: Hold the external driver (B) up against the 
mounting surface and use a power drill with 
philips bit to secure the external driver (B) 
using two self-tapping screws (AA). Check 
to ensure that no wires or building plumbing 
are located behind the screw locations.

Step 6: Connect each input lead connector of the LED
magnetic strip (A) to the output lead of the 
external driver (B).

Step 8: Replace any wiring compartment covers or 
housing pieces so that all wiring connections 
(wire nuts and quick disconnects) are tucked 
away from contact.

Step 9: OPTIONAL: If dimming is desired and the 
building is supplied with appropriate 
0-10V dimming lines, remove the heat shrink
tubing wrap from the ends of the purple and 
gray dimming wires and make the 
connections to the respective purple and
gray signal wires using wire nuts (BB).

Step 7: Connect the �xture wires to the supply 
wires—black to black, white to white, and 
green to copper / bare.

 WARNING: If there is no ground supply wire,
stop installation and consult a quali�ed 
electrician. Once wire connections are made, 
secure each with a wire nut.
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
