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LUMINAIRE INSTALLATION

Junction Box Mounting

Step 1: To avoid risk of electric shock, make sure to turn off main power
switch prior to installation or maintenance.

Step 2: Drive the screws into the junction box, with 2/3 inside and 1/3 outside.
Step 3: ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS

Connect white wire(s) from the fixture to the white (neutral) wire of the
supply circuit, and screw on a wire connector.

Connect the black wire(s) from the fixture to the black (live) wire of the
supply circuit, and screw on a wire connector.

Connect the green wire(s) from the fixture to the ground wire, and
screw on a wire connector. (figure 1).

Step 4: Tuck all the wires and connectors into the junction box. Align the
mounting hole on the fixture to the screws and put in, then twist the
fixture clockwise. Use the screwdriver to adjust the screws outside
length and fix the fixture on the ceiling. (figure 2)

Step 5: Put the lens back on the light (figure 3) and use the top ring to cover it,
fix the light shade (figure 4) and the topring with 3 pcs hold-down nuts.
(figure 5)

Step 5: Turn on power and turn on light switch to activate luminaire. (figure 2)
